At PPL, Parents Are Paying for Coaching — Not Just Training
One of the most important questions a parent can ask is:
What exactly am I paying for?
In competitive swimming, families often invest thousands of dollars each year in club fees, equipment, travel, hotels, competitions, and training camps.
Most of that investment supports an important objective:
Training.
Training builds fitness.
Training develops endurance.
Training develops strength.
Training creates opportunities for improvement.
Those things are essential.
But training alone is not coaching.
At Platinum Performance Lab (PPL), we believe there is a difference between training swimmers and coaching swimmers.
And that difference matters.
The Reality of Modern Swimming
Most swim clubs operate in a group-training environment.
A coach may be responsible for 20, 30, or even 50 swimmers during a single practice.
The coach writes the workout.
The swimmers complete the workout.
The practice moves forward.
There is nothing wrong with this model. It is how competitive swimming has operated for decades.
The challenge is that the larger the group becomes, the more difficult it becomes to provide truly individualized coaching.
As a result, many swimmers receive excellent training but relatively little personal coaching.
They are swimming thousands of meters.
But are they learning?
Coaching Means Individual Attention
Coaching begins when someone studies an athlete closely enough to understand what that athlete specifically needs.
Coaching asks questions such as:
· Why is this swimmer slowing down in the third 50?
· Why does this swimmer lose distance on every turn?
· Why does this swimmer look efficient in practice but struggle in races?
· Why is this swimmer not converting fitness into performance?
Those questions cannot always be answered from the deck while managing a large practice group.
They require observation.
Analysis.
Discussion.
Feedback.
Correction.
And repetition.
That is coaching.
PPL Is Built Around Coaching
At Platinum Performance Lab, sessions are intentionally small.
Often one swimmer.
Sometimes two swimmers.
Rarely more.
This allows us to spend our time doing what many swimmers receive too little of:
Actual coaching.
We watch.
We analyze.
We stop.
We review video.
We discuss.
We make adjustments.
We test again.
Every session is built around helping the swimmer understand performance at a deeper level.
Technology Doesn't Replace Coaching — It Enhances It
Many people think the technology is the attraction.
The pace lights.
The video systems.
The technical analysis.
The reality is that technology is simply a tool.
The value comes from how it is used.
Video allows a swimmer to see what they are doing.
Pace lights allow a swimmer to understand race pace.
Performance analysis helps identify strengths and weaknesses.
But without knowledgeable coaching, technology is just equipment.
At PPL, technology serves the coaching process.
It makes learning faster.
It makes corrections clearer.
It makes improvement easier to measure.
But coaching remains at the center of everything.
Learning, Not Just Exercising
Many swimmers spend years becoming fitter.
Far fewer spend years becoming smarter swimmers.
PPL focuses on helping swimmers learn:
· How to analyze their own swimming
· How to identify technical errors
· How race pace should feel
· How world-class swimmers move through the water
· How to maximize starts, turns, and underwater speed
· How to convert fitness into performance
These are skills that stay with athletes for life.
Fitness comes and goes.
Understanding remains.
The Difference Parents Often Notice
Parents frequently tell us something interesting.
After several PPL sessions, their swimmer begins asking better questions.
Instead of simply asking:
"What time did I go?"
They begin asking:
"Why did I go that time?"
Instead of wondering whether they worked hard enough, they begin thinking about technique, pacing, turns, and execution.
They begin taking ownership of their development.
That transformation is often the first sign that real coaching is taking place.
An Investment in Understanding
At Platinum Performance Lab, parents are not paying for another workout.
They are not paying for more yardage.
They are not paying for more fatigue.
They are investing in knowledge.
